Any amount payable in respect of a share upon allotment or at any fixed date, whether in
respect of nominal value or premium or as an instalment of a call, shall be deemed to be a
call duly made and payable on the date fixed for payment and if it is not paid the provisions
of these Articles shall apply as if that amount had become due and payable by virtue of a call
duly made and notified.

On the issue of shares the Board may differentiate between the allottees or holders as to the
amount of calls to be paid and the times of payment.

The Board may, if it thinks fit, receive from any Member willing to advance the same, and
either in money or money’s worth, all or any part of the moneys uncalled and unpaid or
instalments payable upon any shares held by him and upon all or any of the moneys so
advanced (until the same would, but for such advance, become presently payable) pay interest
at such rate (if any) as the Board may decide. The Board may at any time repay the amount
so advanced upon giving to such Member not less than one month’s Notice of its intention in
that behalf, unless before the expiration of such notice the amount so advanced shall have
been called up on the shares in respect of which it was advanced. Such payment in advance
shall not entitle the holder of such share or shares to participate in respect thereof in a
dividend subsequently declared.

FORFEITURE OF SHARES

(1) 1If a call remains unpaid after it has become due and payable the Board may give to the
person from whom it is due not less than fourteen (14) clear days’ Notice:

(a) requiring payment of the amount unpaid together with any interest which may
have accrued and which may still accrue up to the date of actual payment; and

(b) stating that if the Notice is not complied with the shares on which the call was
made will be liable to be forfeited.

(2) If the requirements of any such Notice are not complied with, any share in respect of
which such Notice has been given may at any time thereafter, before payment of all
calls and interest due in respect thereof has been made, be forfeited by a resolution of
the Board to that effect, and such forfeiture shall include all dividends and bonuses
declared in respect of the forfeited share but not actually paid before the forfeiture.

When any share has been forfeited, notice of the forfeiture shall be served upon the person
who was before forfeiture the holder of the share.

The Board may accept the surrender of any share liable to be forfeited hereunder and, in such
case, references in these Articles to forfeiture will include surrender.

A person whose shares have been forfeited shall cease to be a Member in respect of the
forfeited shares but nevertheless shall remain liable to pay the Company all moneys which at
the date of forfeiture were presently payable by him to the Company in respect of the shares,
with (if the Directors shall in their discretion so require) interest thereon from the date of
forfeiture until payment at such rate (not exceeding twenty per cent. (20%) per annum) as the
Board determines. The Board may enforce payment thereof if it thinks fit, and without any
deduction or allowance for the value of the forfeited shares, at the date of forfeiture, but his
liability shall cease if and when the Company shall have received payment in full of all such
moneys in respect of the shares.

REGISTER OF MEMBERS

(1) The Company shall keep in one or more books a Register of its Members and shall enter
therein the following particulars, that is to say:

(a) the name and address of each Member, the number and class of shares held by him
and the amount paid or agreed to be considered as paid on such shares;

(b) the date on which each person was entered in the Register; and
(c) the date on which any person ceased to be a Member.

(2) The Company may keep an overseas or local or other branch register of Members
resident in any place, and the Board may make and vary such regulations as it

The Register and branch register of Members, as the case may be, shall be open to inspection
during normal business hours (subject to such reasonable restrictions as the Board may
impose but in any event no less than 2 hours) on every business day by Members without
charge or by any other person, upon a maximum payment of $2.50 or such lesser sum
specified by the Board, at the Office or such other place at which the Register is kept in
accordance with the Act or; if appropriate, upon a maximum payment of $1.00 or such lesser
sum specified by the Board at the Registration Office.

RECORD DATES

Subject to the Listing Rules, notwithstanding any other provision of these Articles the
Company or the Directors may fix any date as the record date for:

(b) determining the Members entitled to receive Notice of and to vote at any general
meeting of the Company.

TRANSFER OF SHARES

(1) Subject to these Articles, any Member may transfer all or any of his shares by an
instrument of transfer in the usual or common form or in a form prescribed by the
Designated Stock Exchange or in any other form approved by the Board and may be
under hand or, if the transferor or transferee is a clearing house or its nominee(s), by
hand or by machine imprinted signature or by such other manner of execution as the
Board may approve from time to time.

(2) Notwithstanding the provisions of subparagraph (1) above, for so long as any shares are
listed on the Designated Stock Exchange, titles to such listed shares may be evidenced
and transferred in accordance with the laws applicable to and the Listing Rules that are
or shall be applicable to such listed shares. The register of members of the Company in
respect of its listed shares (whether the Register or a branch register) may be kept by
recording the particulars required by Section 40 of the Act in a form otherwise than
legible if such recording otherwise complies with the laws applicable to and the Listing
Rules that are or shall be applicable to such listed shares.

The instrument of transfer shall be executed by or on behalf of the transferor and the
transferee provided that the Board may dispense with the execution of the instrument of
transfer by the transferee in any case which it thinks fit in its discretion to do so.

Any person becoming entitled to a share in consequence of the death or bankruptcy or
winding-up of a Member may, upon such evidence as to his title being produced as may be
required by the Board, elect either to become the holder of the share or to have some person
nominated by him registered as the transferee thereof.

(1) Without prejudice to the rights of the Company under paragraph (2) of this Article, the
Company may cease sending cheques for dividend entitlements or dividend warrants by
post if such cheques or warrants have been left uncashed on two consecutive occasions.
However, the Company may exercise the power to cease sending cheques for dividend
entitlements or dividend warrants after the first occasion on which such a cheque or
warrant is returned undelivered.

(2) The Company shall have the power to sell, in such manner as the Board thinks fit, any
shares of a Member who is untraceable, but no such sale shall be made unless:

(a) all cheques or warrants in respect of dividends of the shares in question, being not
less than three in total number, for any sum payable in cash to the holder of such
shares in respect of them sent during the relevant period in the manner authorised
by the Articles of the Company have remained uncashed;

The net
proceeds of the sale will belong to the Company and upon receipt by the Company of
such net proceeds it shall become indebted to the former Member for an amount equal
to such net proceeds. No trust shall be created in respect of such debt and no interest
shall be payable in respect of it and the Company shall not be required to account for
any money earned from the net proceeds which may be employed in the business of the
Company or as it thinks fit. Any sale under this Article shall be valid and effective
notwithstanding that the Member holding the shares sold is dead, bankrupt or otherwise
under any legal disability or incapacity.

GENERAL MEETINGS

An annual general meeting of the Company shall be held in each financial year other than the
financial year of the Company’s adoption of these Articles and such annual general meeting
must be held within six (6) months after the end of Company’s financial year (unless a longer
period would not infringe the Listing Rules, if any).

Each general meeting, other than an annual general meeting, shall be called an extraordinary
general meeting. All general meetings (including an annual general meeting, any adjourned
meeting or postponed meeting) may be held as a physical meeting in any part of the world
and at one or more locations as provided in Article 64A, as a hybrid meeting or as an
electronic meeting, as may be determined by the Board in its absolute discretion.

The Board may whenever it thinks fit call extraordinary general meetings. Any one or more
Member(s) holding at the date of deposit of the requisition not less than one tenth of the paid
up capital of the Company carrying the right of voting at general meetings of the Company
shall at all times have the right, by written requisition to the Board or the Secretary of the
Company, to require an extraordinary general meeting to be called by the Board for the
transaction of any business or resolution specified in such requisition; and such meeting shall
be held within two (2) months after the deposit of such requisition.

(1) An annual general meeting must be called by Notice of not less than twenty one (21)
clear days. All other general meetings must be called by Notice of not less than fourteen
(14) clear days but if permitted by the Listing Rules, a general meeting may be called
by shorter notice, subject to the Act, if it is so agreed:

(a) 1in the case of a meeting called as an annual general meeting, by all the Members
entitled to attend and vote thereat; and

(b) in the case of any other meeting, by a majority in number of the Members having
the right to attend and vote at the meeting, being a majority together representing
not less than ninety five per cent (95%) of the total voting rights at the meeting of
all the Members.

(2) The Notice shall specify (a) the time and date of the meeting, (b) save for an electronic
meeting, the place of the meeting and if there is more than one meeting location as
determined by the Board pursuant to Article 64A, the principal place of the meeting (the
“Principal Meeting Place”), (c) if the general meeting is to be a hybrid meeting or an
electronic meeting, the Notice shall include a statement to that effect and with details of
the electronic facilities for attendance and participation by electronic means at the
meeting or where such details will be made available by the Company prior to the
meeting, and (d) particulars of resolutions to be considered at the meeting. The Notice
convening an annual general meeting shall specify the meeting as such. Notice of every
general meeting shall be given to all Members other than to such Members as, under the

PROCEEDINGS AT GENERAL MEETINGS

(1) All business shall be deemed special that is transacted at an extraordinary general
meeting, and also all business that is transacted at an annual general meeting, with the
exception of:

(a) the declaration and sanctioning of dividends;

(b) consideration and adoption of the accounts and balance sheet and the reports of
the Directors and Auditors and other documents required to be annexed to the
balance sheet;

(c) the election of Directors whether by rotation or otherwise in the place of those
retiring;

(d) appointment of Auditors (where special notice of the intention for such
appointment is not required by the Act) and other officers; and

(e) the fixing of the remuneration of the Auditors, and the voting of remuneration or
extra remuneration to the Directors.

(2) Two (2) Members entitled to vote and present in person or by proxy or, for quorum
purposes only, two persons appointed by the clearing house as authorised representative
or proxy shall form a quorum for all purposes.

If within thirty (30) minutes (or such longer time not exceeding one hour as the chairman of
the meeting may determine to wait) after the time appointed for the meeting a quorum is not
present, the meeting, if convened on the requisition of Members, shall be dissolved. In any
other case it shall stand adjourned to the same day in the next week at the same time and

Subject to Article 64C, the chairman may, with the consent of any meeting at which a quorum
is present (and shall if so directed by the meeting), adjourn the meeting from time to time (or
indefinitely) and/or from place to place(s) and/or from one form to another (a physical
meeting, a hybrid meeting or an electronic meeting) as the meeting shall determine, but no
business shall be transacted at any adjourned meeting other than the business which might
lawfully have been transacted at the meeting had the adjournment not taken place. When a
meeting is adjourned for fourteen (14) days or more, at least seven (7) clear days’ Notice of
the adjourned meeting shall be given specifying details set out in Article 59(2) but it shall not
be necessary to specify in such Notice the nature of the business to be transacted at the
adjourned meeting and the general nature of the business to be transacted. Save as aforesaid,
it shall be unnecessary to give Notice of an adjournment.

(1) The Board may, at its absolute discretion, arrange for persons entitled to attend a
general meeting to do so by simultaneous attendance and participation by means of
electronic facilities at such location or locations (“Meeting Location(s)”’) determined by
the Board at its absolute discretion. Any Member or any proxy attending and
participating in such way or any Member or proxy attending and participating in an
electronic meeting or a hybrid meeting by means of electronic facilities is deemed to be
present at and shall be counted in the quorum of the meeting.

(2) All general meetings are subject to the following and, where appropriate, all references
to a “Member” or “Members” in this sub-paragraph (2) shall include a proxy or proxies
respectively:

(a) where a Member is attending a Meeting Location and/or in the case of a hybrid

meeting, the meeting shall be treated as having commenced if it has commenced at
the Principal Meeting Place;
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(b) Members present in person or by proxy at a Meeting Location and/or Members

adequate electronic facilities are available throughout the meeting to ensure that
Members at all Meeting Locations and Members participating in an electronic
meeting or a hybrid meeting by means of electronic facilities are able to
participate in the business for which the meeting has been convened;

(c) where Members attend a meeting by being present at one of the Meeting Locations
and/or where Members participating in an electronic meeting or a hybrid meeting
by means of electronic facilities, a failure (for any reason) of the electronic
facilities or communication equipment, or any other failure in the arrangements
for enabling those in a Meeting Location other than the Principal Meeting Place to
participate in the business for which the meeting has been convened or in the case
of an electronic meeting or a hybrid meeting, the inability of one or more
Members or proxies to access, or continue to access, the electronic facilities
despite adequate electronic facilities having been made available by the Company,
shall not affect the validity of the meeting or the resolutions passed, or any
business conducted there or any action taken pursuant to such business provided
that there is a quorum present throughout the meeting.

(d) 1if any of the Meeting Locations is not in the same jurisdiction as the Principal
Meeting Place and/or in the case of a hybrid meeting, the provisions of these
Articles concerning the service and giving of Notice for the meeting, and the time
for lodging proxies, shall apply by reference to the Principal Meeting Place; and
in the case of an electronic meeting, the time for lodging proxies shall be as stated
in the Notice for the meeting.

64B. The Board and, at any general meeting, the chairman of the meeting may from time to time
make arrangements for managing attendance and/or participation and/or voting at the
Principal Meeting Place, any Meeting Location(s) and/or participation in an electronic
meeting or a hybrid meeting by means of electronic facilities (whether involving the issue of
tickets or some other means of identification, passcode, seat reservation, electronic voting or

If it appears to the chairman of the general meeting that:

(a) the electronic facilities at the Principal Meeting Place or at such other Meeting
Location(s) at which the meeting may be attended have become inadequate for the
purposes referred to in Article 64A(1) or are otherwise not sufficient to allow the
meeting to be conducted substantially in accordance with the provisions set out in the
Notice of the meeting; or

(b) in the case of an electronic meeting or a hybrid meeting, electronic facilities being made
available by the Company have become inadequate; or

(c) it is not possible to ascertain the view of those present or to give all persons entitled to
do so a reasonable opportunity to communicate and/or vote at the meeting; or

(d) there is violence or the threat of violence, unruly behaviour or other disruption
occurring at the meeting or it is not possible to secure the proper and orderly conduct of
the meeting;

then, without prejudice to any other power which the chairman of the meeting may have
under these Articles or at common law, the chairman may, at his/her absolute discretion,
without the consent of the meeting, and before or after the meeting has started and
irrespective of whether a quorum is present, interrupt or adjourn the meeting (including
adjournment for indefinite period).

Members
shall also comply with all requirements or restrictions imposed by the owner of the premises
at which the meeting is held. Any decision made under this Article shall be final and
conclusive and a person who refuses to comply with any such arrangements, requirements or
restrictions may be refused entry to the meeting or ejected (physically or electronically) from
the meeting.

If, after the sending of Notice of a general meeting but before the meeting is held, or after the
adjournment of a meeting but before the adjourned meeting is held (whether or not Notice of
the adjourned meeting is required), the Directors, in their absolute discretion, consider that it

Unless otherwise determined by the Company in general meeting, the number of
Directors shall not be less than two (2). There shall be no maximum number of
Directors unless otherwise determined from time to time by the Members in general
meeting. The Directors shall be elected or appointed in the fast place by the subscribers
to the Memorandum of Association or by a majority of them and thereafter in
accordance with Article 87 and shall hold office until their successors are elected or
appointed.

Subject to the Articles and the Act, the Company may by ordinary resolution elect any
person to be a Director either to fill a casual vacancy on the Board, or as an addition to
the existing Board.

The Directors shall have the power from time to time and at any time to appoint any
person as a Director either to fill a casual vacancy on the Board or as an addition to the
existing Board. Any Director appointed by the Board to fill a casual vacancy shall hold
office until the first annual general meeting of Members after his appointment and be
subject to re-election at such meeting and any Director appointed by the Board as an
addition to the existing Board shall hold office only until the next following annual
general meeting of the Company and shall then be eligible for re-election.

Neither a Director nor an alternate Director shall be required to hold any shares of the
Company by way of qualification and a Director or alternate Director (as the case may
be) who is not a Member shall be entitled to receive notice of and to attend and speak at
any general meeting of the Company and of all classes of shares of the Company.

EXECUTIVE DIRECTORS

The Board may from time to time appoint any one or more of its body to be a managing
director, joint managing director or deputy managing director or to hold any other
employment or executive office with the Company for such period (subject to their
continuance as Directors) and upon such terms as the Board may determine and the Board
may revoke or terminate any of such appointments. Any such revocation or termination as
aforesaid shall be without prejudice to any claim for damages that such Director may have
against the Company or the Company may have against such Director. A Director appointed
to an office under this Article shall be subject to the same provisions as to removal as the
other Directors of the Company, and he shall (subject to the provisions of any contract
between him and the Company) ipso facto and immediately cease to hold such office if he
shall cease to hold the office of Director for any cause.

Any person so appointed shall have all the rights and powers of the Director or Directors for
whom such person is appointed in the alternative provided that such person shall not be
counted more than once in determining whether or not a quorum is present. An alternate
Director may be removed at any time by the body which appointed him and, subject thereto,
the office of alternate Director shall continue until the happening of any event which, if he
were a Director, would cause him to vacate such office or if his appointer ceases for any
reason to be a Director.

DIRECTORS’ FEES AND EXPENSES

The ordinary remuneration of the Directors shall from time to time be determined by the
Company in general meeting and shall (unless otherwise directed by the resolution by which
it is voted) be divided amongst the Board in such proportions and in such manner as the
Board may agree or, failing agreement, equally, except that any Director who shall hold
office for part only of the period in respect of which such remuneration is payable shall be
entitled only to rank in such division for a proportion of remuneration related to the period
during which he has held office. Such remuneration shall be deemed to accrue from day to
day.

Each Director shall be entitled to be repaid or prepaid all travelling, hotel and incidental
expenses reasonably incurred or expected to be incurred by him in attending meetings of the
Board or committees of the Board or general meetings or separate meetings of any class of
shares or of debentures of the Company or otherwise in connection with the discharge of his
duties as a Director.

Any Director who, by request, goes or resides abroad for any purpose of the Company or who
performs services which in the opinion of the Board go beyond the ordinary duties of a
Director may be paid such extra remuneration (whether by way of salary, commission,
participation in profits or otherwise) as the Board may determine and such extra remuneration
shall be in addition to or in substitution for any ordinary remuneration provided for by or
pursuant to any other Article.

The Board shall obtain the approval of the Company in general meeting before making any
payment to any Director or past Director of the Company by way of compensation for loss of
office, or as consideration for or in connection with his retirement from office (not being
payment to which the Director is contractually entitled).

DIRECTORS’ INTERESTS

100. A Director may:

(a) hold any other office or place of profit with the Company (except that of Auditor) in
conjunction with his office of Director for such period and upon such terms as the
Board may determine.

(c) continue to be or become a director, managing director, joint managing director, deputy
managing director, executive director, manager or other officer or member of any other
company promoted by the Company or in which the Company may be interested as a
vendor, shareholder or otherwise and (unless otherwise agreed) no such Director shall
be accountable for any remuneration, profits or other benefits received by him as a
director, managing director, jointly managing director, deputy managing director,
executive director, manager or other officer or member of or from his interests in any
such other company. Subject as otherwise provided by these Articles the Directors may
exercise or cause to be exercised the voting powers conferred by the shares in any other
company held or owned by the Company, or exercisable by them as Directors of such
other company in such manner in all respects as they think fit (including the exercise
thereof in favour of any resolution appointing themselves or any of them directors,
managing directors, joint managing directors, deputy managing directors, executive
directors, managers or other officers of such company) or voting or providing for the
payment of remuneration to the director, managing director, joint managing director,
deputy managing director, executive director, manager or other officers of such other

company and any Director may vote in favour of the exercise of such voting rights in

Director is in any way interested be liable to be avoided, nor shall any Director so contracting
or being so interested be liable to account to the Company or the Members for any
remuneration, profit or other benefits realised by any such contract or arrangement by reason
of such Director holding that office or of the fiduciary relationship thereby established
provided that such Director shall disclose the nature of his interest in any contract or
arrangement in which he is interested in accordance with Article 102 herein.

A Director who to his knowledge is in any way, whether directly or indirectly, interested in a
contract or arrangement or proposed contract or arrangement with the Company shall declare
the nature of his interest at the meeting of the Board at which the question of entering into
the contract or arrangement is first considered, if he knows his interest then exists, or in any
other case at the first meeting of the Board after he knows that he is or has become so
interested. For the purposes of this Article, a general Notice to the Board by a Director to the
effect that:

(a) he is a member or officer of a specified company or firm and is to be regarded as
interested in any contract or arrangement which may after the date of the Notice be
made with that company or firm; or

(b) he is to be regarded as interested in any contract or arrangement which may after the
date of the Notice be made with a specified person who is connected with him;

shall be deemed to be a sufficient declaration of interest under this Article in relation to any
such contract or arrangement, provided that no such Notice shall be effective unless either it
is given at a meeting of the Board or the Director takes reasonable steps to secure that it is
brought up and read at the next Board meeting after it is given.

If any question shall arise at any meeting of the Board as to the materiality of the
interest of a Director (other than the chairman of the meeting) or as to the entitlement
of any Director (other than such chairman) to vote and such question is not resolved by
his voluntarily agreeing to abstain from voting, such question shall be referred to the
chairman of the meeting and his ruling in relation to such other Director shall be final
arid conclusive except in a case where the nature or extent of the interest of the Director
concerned as known to such Director has not been fairly disclosed to the Board.

The business of the Company shall be managed and conducted by the Board, which may
pay all expenses incurred in forming and registering the Company and may exercise all
powers of the Company (whether relating to the management of the business of the
Company or otherwise) which are not by the Statutes or by these Articles required to be
exercised by the Company in general meeting, subject nevertheless to the provisions of
the Statutes and of these Articles and to such regulations being not inconsistent with
such provisions, as may be prescribed by the Company in general meeting, but no
regulations made by the Company in general meeting shall invalidate any prior act of
the Board which would have been valid if such regulations had not been made. The
general powers given by this Article shall not be limited or restricted by any special
authority or power given to the Board by any other Article.

Any person contracting or dealing with the Company in the ordinary course of business
shall be entitled to rely on any written or oral contract or agreement or deed, document
or instrument entered into or executed as the case may be by any two of the Directors
acting jointly on behalf of the Company and the same shall be deemed to be validly
entered into or executed by the Company as the case may be and shall, subject to any
rule of law, be binding on the Company.

Without prejudice to the general powers conferred by these Articles it is hereby
expressly declared that the Board shall have the following powers:

Any such pension or
benefit may, as the Board considers desirable, be granted to an employee either before
and in anticipation of or upon or at any time after his actual retirement.

BORROWING POWERS

The Board may exercise all the powers of the Company to raise or borrow money and to
mortgage or charge all or any part of the undertaking, property and assets (present and future)
and uncalled capital of the Company and, subject to the Act, to issue debentures, bonds and
other securities, whether outright or as collateral security for any debt, liability or obligation
of the Company or of any third party.

Debentures, bonds and other securities may be made assignable free from any equities
between the Company and the person to whom the same may be issued.

In the case of any equality of votes the chairman of the meeting shall
have an additional or casting vote.

A meeting of the Board may be convened by the Secretary on request of a Director or by any
Director. The Secretary shall convene a meeting of the Board whenever he shall be required
so to do by any Director. Notice of a meeting of the Board shall be deemed to be duly given
to a Director if it is given to such Director in writing or verbally (including in person or by
telephone) or by electronic means to an electronic address from time to time notified to the
Company by such Director or (if the recipient consents to it being made available on a
website) by making it available on a website or by telephone or in such other manner as the
Board may from time to time determine.

A meeting of the Board at which a quorum is present shall be competent to exercise all the
powers, authorities and discretions for the time being vested in or exercisable by the Board.

office, be as valid as if every such person had been duly appointed and was qualified and had
continued to be a Director or member of such committee.

MANAGERS

The Board may from time to time appoint a general manager, a manager or managers of the
Company and may fix his or their remuneration either by way of salary or commission or by
conferring the right to participation in the profits of the Company or by a combination of two
or more of these modes and pay the working expenses of any of the staff of the general
manager, manager or managers who may be employed by him or them upon the business of
the Company.

REGISTER OF DIRECTORS AND OFFICERS

The Company shall cause to be kept in one or more books at its Office a Register of
Directors and Officers in which there shall be entered the full names and addresses of
the Directors and Officers and such other particulars as required by the Act or as the
Directors may determine. The Company shall send to the Registrar of Companies in the
Cayman Islands a copy of such register, and shall from time to time notify to the said
Registrar of any change that takes place in relation to such Directors and Officers as
required by the Act.

Subject as otherwise provided in these Articles,
any instrument to which a Seal is affixed shall be signed autographically by one
Director and the Secretary or by two Directors or by such other person (including a
Director) or persons as the Board may appoint, either generally or in any particular
case, save that as regards any certificates for shares or debentures or other securities of
the Company the Board may by resolution determine that such signatures or either of
them shall be dispensed with or affixed by some method or system of mechanical
signature. Every instrument executed in manner provided by this Article shall be
deemed to be sealed and executed with the authority of the Board previously given.
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(2) Where the Company has a Seal for use abroad, the Board may by writing under the Seal
appoint any agent or committee abroad to be the duly authorised agent of the Company
for the purpose of affixing and using such Seal and the Board may impose restrictions
on the use thereof as may be thought fit.

AUTHENTICATION OF DOCUMENTS

A document purporting to be a copy of a resolution, or an extract from the minutes of
a meeting, of the Company or of the Board or any committee which is so certified shall be
conclusive evidence in favour of all persons dealing with the Company upon the faith thereof
that such resolution has been duly passed or, as the case may be, that such minutes or extract
is a true and accurate record of proceedings at a duly constituted meeting.

DESTRUCTION OF DOCUMENTS

valid and effective instrument duly and properly registered and that every other
document destroyed hereunder was a valid and effective document in accordance with
the recorded particulars thereof in the books or records of the Company.

the Members shall be more than sufficient to repay the whole of the capital paid up at
the commencement of the winding up, the excess shall be distributed pari passu
amongst such members in proportion to the amount paid up on the shares held by them
respectively and (ii) if the Company shall be wound up and the assets available for
distribution amongst the Members as such shall be insufficient to repay the whole of the
paid-up capital such assets shall be distributed so that, as nearly as may be, the losses
shall be borne by the Members in proportion to the capital paid up, or which ought to
have been paid up, at the commencement of the winding up on the shares held by them
respectively.

If the Company shall be wound up (whether the liquidation is voluntary or by the court)
the liquidator may, with the authority of a special resolution and any other sanction

No Member shall be entitled to require discovery of or any information respecting any detail
of the Company’s trading or any matter which is or may be in the nature of a trade secret or
secret process which may relate to the conduct of the business of the Company and which in
the opinion of the Directors it will be inexpedient in the interests of the members of the
Company to communicate to the public.

FINANCIAL YEAR

Unless otherwise determined by the Directors, the financial year end of the Company shall be
31 December in each year.
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
